Memory Verse

And the LORD passed before Moses and proclaimed, “The LORD, the
LORD God, merciful and gracious, longsuffering, and abounding in
goodness and truth, keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving iniquity and
transgression and sin.” Exodus 34:6-7

Day five: Exodus 13:17-14:31 7. You come to know God by experience as you
obey Him and He accomplishes His work through you.
